In your letter dated June 30, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

Guava Flavored Fruit Juice with Pulp is composed of 86.9 percent water, 6.41 percent guava pulp concentrate (13%), 0.048 percent vitamin c (ascorbic acid), 0.047 percent guava flavor.  The remaining ingredients are citric acid, cellulose gum, sugar, and sucralose. The product is a ready-to-drink beverage imported in 200ml, 1000ml aseptic and 330ml aluminum containers

The applicable subheading for the Guava Flavored Fruit Juice with Pulp will be 2202.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Waters, including mineral waters and aerated waters, containing added sugar or other sweetening matter or flavored, and other nonalcoholic beverages, not including fruit or vegetable juices of heading 2009: Other: Other…Other. The duty rate will be 0.2 cents per liter.
