In your letter dated September 8, 2015, you requested a tariff classification ruling.

The first submitted sample, identified as SKU number 169943, consists of a pack of 60 flat, assorted colored heart-shaped confetti cut-outs composed of (EVA) Ethylene Vinyl Acetate foam plastic.

The second submitted sample, identified as SKU number 218674, consists of a pack of 60 flat, confetti cut-outs in the shape of a star and the word “America.” The confetti is composed of (EVA) Ethylene Vinyl Acetate foam plastic.
The samples will be returned as requested.

The applicable subheading for SKU numbers 169943 and 218674 will be 9505.90.4000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for “Festive, carnival or other entertainment articles, including magic tricks and practical joke articles; parts and accessories thereof: Other: Confetti, paper spirals or streamers, party favors and noisemakers; parts and accessories thereof.” The rate of duty will be Free.
