You have stated that this product is composed of 99% chromium oxide. 
The applicable subheading for chromium oxide powder will be 2819.90.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for Chromium oxides and hydroxides: Other.  The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad valorem.
