The tariff classification of a woven polypropylene/polyester upholstery fabric 
Dear Ms. Miller:

In your letter dated January 25, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling. A sample was provided.
Pattern 296 Sweet Emotion is a woven fabric, characterized by a natural heathered look. According to the information provided, this fabric is of dobby weave construction, composed of 91% polypropylene filament and 9% polyester staple yarns of different colors, and weighs 362 g/m2. Your letter states that an acrylic latex coating has been applied to the reverse side of this fabric. However, the coating is not visible to the naked eye. Your correspondence states that the fabric will be produced in widths of 54 inches and will be used for upholstery. 

The applicable subheading for Pattern 296 Sweet Emotion will be 5407.73, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for woven fabrics of synthetic filament yarn, including woven fabrics obtained from materials of heading 5404: other woven fabrics, containing 85 percent or more by weight of synthetic filaments, of yarns of different colors.
This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
