RE:     The tariff classification of textile comfort clay bead body wrap from China

Dear Mr.  Grossi:

In your letter dated March 9, 2016, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of your client Sunny Marketing Systems, Inc.
The sample submitted is called a clay bead comfort body wrap.  The wrap is composed of an outer cover of 100% plush polyester textile fabric, with an insert composed of 100% polyester textile fabric.  The insert contains a filling composed of 90% clay beads and 10% natural lavender.  The outer cover is sewn along the sides creating a wrapper that measures 25"L x 4"W. One end of the outer cover has a hook and loop closure where the insert can be removed.  Woven handles are sewn onto each end of the cover of the body wrap.  To use, the insert is removed from the outer cover and placed in the microwave.  The clay beads are heated, releasing the essential oils that are in the lavender and the insert is placed back inside of the body wrap cover.  
The applicable subheading for the clay bead comfort body wrap will be 6307.90.9889, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other made up textile articles, other.  The rate of duty will be 7% ad valorem.
