The subject merchandise is

described as a chocolate crumb, containing the following

ingredients by weight: 54.3 percent sugar, 6.8 percent cocoa

liquor, 10.2 percent milk fat, 27.2 percent non-fat milk solids,

and 1.5 percent moisture.  The product will be imported in 25

kilogram bags, and will be mixed with other ingredients to make a

milk chocolate. 

     The applicable subheading for the chocolate crumb will be

1806.20.8010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for Chocolate and other food preparations

containing cocoa:  Other preparations in blocks or slabs weighing

more than 2 kg or in liquid, paste, powder, granular or other

bulk form in containers or immediate packings, of a content

exceeding 2 kg: other: other.  The rate of duty will be 10

percent ad valorem. Articles classifiable under subheading

1806.20.8010, HTS, are subject to the absolute quota restrictions

provided for in item 9904.10.63.  There is no quota allotment for

Finland.  

     This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Section

177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
