     The jacket features a full front opening secured by five

buttons, a quilted silk lining, shoulder pads, and a ribbed-knit

fabric collar and waistband.  The sleeve cuffs have a button

closure.

     The sample is being returned to you as you have requested.

     The applicable subheading for the jacket will be

6202.99.0060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for other women's anoraks, windbreakers and

similar articles, of other textile materials, other.  The rate of

duty will be 3 percent ad valorem.
