(HTS), which provides for imitation jewelry: other: other: valued

over 20 cents per dozen pieces or parts.  The duty rate will be

11 % ad valorem.

     Goods classifiable under subheading 7117.90.5000 which have

originated in the territory of Canada, will be entitled to an

8.8% rate of duty under the United States-Canada Free Trade

Agreement (FTA) upon compliance with all applicable regulations.

    This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Section

177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
