Laboratory and their report is as follows:  The sample, white

brittle flakes, is a copolymer of maleic anhydride and alpha

olefin.  The product meets the criteria outlined in the

Explanatory Notes for artificial waxes and prepared waxes.       

     The applicable subheading for Alkenses C30 or Diacarna 30 

will be 3404.90.5000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United

States (HTS), which provides for artificial waxes and prepared

waxes, other.  The rate of duty will be free.
