compounds.  The rate of duty will be 6.7 percent ad valorem.

     The applicable subheading for C acid (CAS# 131-27-1) will be

2921.45.5000, which provides for other aromatic monoamines and

their derivatives. The rate of duty will be 2.4 cents per

kilogram plus 18.8 percent ad valorem.
