     Caltrate tablets consist of 1500mg of calcium carbonate

which provides 600mg of elemental calcium along with other

inactive ingredients. It is used as a high potency supplement

for diets deficient in calcium.

     The applicable subheading for the Hetrazan in bulk form will

be 2933.59.3000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for other compounds containing a piperazine

ring of other drugs .  The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad

valorem.

     The applicable subheading for the Hetrazan and Caltrate in

dosage form will be 3004.90.6090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of

the United States (HTS), which provides for other medicaments for

therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses,

other, other, other.  The rate of duty will be 6.3 percent ad

valorem.
