The exterior front and

back is designed with full width zippered storage pockets; and

both sides are designed with open full width pockets.  The

interior is designed specially to contain a bowling ball.  The

item features double textile carrying handles, in addition to a

removable adjustable textile shoulder strap that is attached by

means of plastic dog leash clasps.  It close by means of a top

textile zipper closure.    

     The applicable subheading for the bowling bag of PVC will be

4202.92.4500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for travel, sports and similar bags, with

outer surface of plastic sheeting, other.  The duty rate will be

20 percent ad valorem.   

    This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Section
