   The applicable subheading for the Jisheng Health Drink will be

2106.90.6087, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere

specified or included...other...other...herbal teas and herbal

infusions comprising mixed herbs.  The rate of duty will be 10

percent ad valorem.
