      In your letter dated May 11, 1992, you requested a tariff

classification ruling.

      Style No. 31-1701 is a man's long sleeved carcoat which is

constructed from 80 percent cotton, 20 percent polyester, finely

knit fabric.  The garment features an all-over screen print design

with napping on the outside surface and has a spread collar; a full

front opening with 5 metal button closures; oversized pockets which

extend below the waist and have a flap with a single metal button

closure; hemmed sleeves; and a hemmed bottom.  The garment

extends below the mid-thigh and is designed to be worn over other

clothing.

      As requested, your sample will be returned.

      The applicable subheading for this garment will be

6101.20.0010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for: men's or boys' overcoats, carcoats,

capes, cloaks, anoraks (including ski-jackets), windbreakers and

similar articles, knitted or crocheted, other than those of heading

6103: of cotton: men's.  The duty rate will be 16.9 percent ad

valorem.

      This garment falls within textile category designation 334. 

Based upon international textile trade agreements, products of Hong

Kong are subject to visa requirements.

      The designated textile and apparel category may be

subdivided into parts.  If so, visa and quota requirements applicable

to the subject merchandise may be affected.  Since part categories

are the result of international bilateral agreements which are sub-
