The kit is intended for sale to institutions and agencies that deal

with visually impaired individuals and will be sold via mail order

from Canada.

     The applicable subheading for the Vision Simulator Kit will

be 9023.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for instruments, apparatus and models,

designed for demonstrational purposes, unsuitable for other uses. 

The provision is subject to a free rate of duty.
