You indicate that

Dutral CO 034 PL and CO 038 PL will be imported in pellet form,

while Dutral Co 034, CO 038 and CO 038 EP will be imported as

large, irregular-shaped lumps or blocks, which are referred to as

"compact bales" (CO 034 & CO 038) or "soft bales" (CO 038 EP).
