The system has

an inspection unit consisting of three black and white CCD cameras, three

halogen light sources with reflectors, and a connection cable, and an image

processing unit consisting of a 14 inch color monitor, a rack mounted

personal computer, a keyboard and a power supply.  All of the components are

mounted together in a housing.  The SIMAC locates visual surface faults on

tubes, pipes, hoses, cable and other extruded products.  

     The applicable subheading for the SIMAC 500 will be 9031.40.0080,

Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for

measuring or checking instruments, appliances and machines, other optical

instruments and appliances, other.  The rate of duty will be 10 percent ad

valorem.   

     This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Section 177 of the

Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
