You state that Perthon will be clinically tested on animals in order to determine its efficacy in preventing HIV disease progression, and LoChol will be clinically tested on animals in order to determine its efficacy in lowering cholesterol.     

     The applicable subheading for Perthon, in tablet form, will be 3004.90.6010, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for medicaments ... consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses or in forms or packings for retail sale: other: other: other: anti-infective medicaments; other. The rate of duty will be 6.3 percent ad valorem. The applicable subheading for LoChol, in tablet form, will be 3004.90.6020, HTS, which provides for medicaments ... consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses or in forms or packings for retail sale: other: other: other: cardiovascular medicaments. The rate of duty will be 6.3 percent ad valorem.
