The

product, Garden Fare Freezer Jam Gelling Powder, consists of

dextrose (72%), carrageenan (22%), ascorbic acid (2.8%), and

sodium benzoate (2.65%), put up for retail sale in 45 gram

pouches. The powder is added to a mixture of fresh, chopped fruit

and sugar to create a thickened jam.  

     The applicable subheading for the gelling powder will be

2106.90.9999, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere

specified or included...other...other...other.  The rate of duty

will be 9.4% percent ad valorem.
