In your letter dated December 6, 1995, you requested a tariff classification ruling for the above products.  According to the literature you submitted with your inquiry, these products are used as a prepared binder for foundry molds.  They are added to a mixture of sand and an acid catalyst to produce a foundry molding.


The applicable subheading for all the above products will be 3824.10.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for prepared binders for foundry molds or cores; chemical products and preparations of the chemical or allied industries (including those consisting of mixtures of natural products), not elsewhere specified or included; residual products of the chemical or allied industries, not elsewhere specified or included.  The rate of duty will be 6 percent ad valorem.


This letter will be given confidential treatment based on the facts you supplied to support your claim for exemption from disclosure.
