Artificial Color ------  0.01 percent


The applicable subheading for the cooking fuel gel will be 3606.90.8000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for  ...articles of combustible materials... other.  The duty rate will be 5 percent ad valorem.
