Each original sculpture created by Mr. Karel is unique and has not been reproduced by any automated production method.  Based on the submitted literature, he is recognized as a professional artist of the free fine arts.


The applicable subheading for sculptures by Marian Karel  will be 9703.00.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for original sculptures and statuary, in any material.  The rate of duty will be free.
