The item which you refer to as a maganese zirconium crushed alloy is,

according to a Customs Service lab report composed of 

62% to 67% silicon,3.5% to 4.5% manganese, 4% to 5% zirconium,.7% to 1.1%

calcium,.8% to 1.3% aluminum,remainder iron. You state that the material will be

used in the making of gray iron as an inoculant.   


The crushed material will be classified in subheading 7202.21.5000

Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for

Ferrosilicon: Containing by weight more than 55 percent but not more than 80

percent of silicon:Other.  The rate of duty is 1.5 percent ad valorem.
