The sweatbands are made of 80 percent cotton/10 percent nylon/10

percent elastic knit terry cloth fabric.  The headband is navy

blue with an emblem depicting a basketball and the words "Phoenix

Suns".  It measures approximately 5 1/2 inches long by 2 inches

wide.

     One wristband exterior side is navy blue with  black borders

and the interior side is black.  It measures approximately 2 1/2

inches long by 2 1/2 inches wide.  On the exterior side is an

emblem depicting a hornet holding a basketball and the words

"Charlotte Hornets".  The other wristband is all red with a navy

blue center.  It depicts a basketball and the words "Phoenix

Suns".  It measures approximately 4 1/2 inches long by 3 inches

wide.

     The applicable subheading for the sweatbands will be

6307.90.9989, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for other made up articles...Other.  The

rate of duty will be 7 percent ad valorem.
