(in sodium and calcium form) having an effective pore size of 5 angstrom units.


Siliporite NK 30 Beads


Synthetic zeolites (alumino-silicate) of the type A crystalline structure

(in sodium form) having an effective pore size of 3 angstrom units.


Siliporite NP 30 AP


Synthetic zeolites (alumino-silicate) of the type A crystalline structure

(in sodium and potassium form) having an effective pore size of 3 angstrom

units.


Siliporite G5 Beads


Synthetic zeolites (alumino-silicate) of the type X crystalline structure

(in sodium form) having an effective pore size of 10 angstrom units.


Siliporite G5 XP


Synthetic zeolites (alumino-silicate) of the type X crystalline structure

(in sodium form) having an effective pore size of 10 angstrom units.


The applicable subheading for all the above will be 3824.90.3900,
