Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for other  heterocyclic

compounds:  compounds containing a benzothiazole ring-system (whether or not

hydrogenated), not further fused.  The rate of duty will be 3.3 cents per

kilogram plus 14.3 percent ad valorem.


The applicable subheading for Accelerator ZDC (Chemical Name - Zinc Diethyl

Dithiocarbamate) CAS 14324-55-1, will be 2930.20.9020, Harmonized Tariff

Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for other aromatic

organo-sulfur compounds: other.  The rate of duty will be 3.7 percent ad

valorem.


The applicable subheading for Antioxidant RD( Chemical Name -

Polymerized-2,2,4-

Trimethyl-1,2-Dihydroquinoline) CAS 26780-96-1, will be 3812.30.6000, Harmonized

Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for antioxidizing

preparations and other compound stabilizers for rubber or plastics: containing

any aromatic or modified aromatic antioxidant or other stabilizers: other.  The

duty rate will be 3 cents per kilo plus 12.2 percent ad valorem.
