The garment features two slash pockets,

two flapped pockets on the rear, two flapped patch pockets on the

front near the bottom, a partially enclosed elasticized waistband

which fastens through a D-ring, a snap closure at the waist, a

zippered fly, and a hemmed bottom.  The shorts have a mesh liner. 

     The applicable subheading for style CHG-08 will be

6203.43.4030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for Men's or boys' suits, ensembles, suit-

type jackets, blazers, trousers, bib and brace overalls, breeches

and shorts: of synthetic fibers: other: other: other: other:

The duty rate will be 29.3 percent ad

valorem.  The duty rate effective January 1, 1997 will be 29.2

percent ad valorem.
