     You further state that these items will ultimately be sold to Ford Motor Co., General

Motors Ltd., Chrysler Corp., Toyota Motor Mfg., Inc. and Saturn Corp.  and that they will be

primarily imported into the U.S. through the Ports of Lewiston, N.Y., Niagara Falls, N.Y.,

Buffalo, N.Y., Port Huron, Michigan and Detroit, Michigan.

     The applicable subheading for the Trim/Dart clips (all component part #s previously

listed) will be 7326.90.8585, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which

provides for Other articles of iron or steel: Other: Other: Other: Other: Other.  The rate of duty

will be 4% ad valorem.
