According to your letter, the subject product, "ASPIRIN-STARCH", is a pharmaceutical formulation composed of 90% aspirin  (an analgesic, antipyretic, and antirheumatic drug) and 10% starch.  You indicate that it will be used as a raw material in the manufacture of aspirin tablets.  


The applicable subheading for the subject product, imported in bulk form, will be 3003.90.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for: "Medicaments ... consisting of two or more constituents which have been mixed together for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, not put up in measured doses or in forms or packings for retail sale: Other."  The rate of duty will be free.
