The garment features long

sleeves with one button cuffs, a collar, a full frontal opening

which has a seven button closure, two flapped breast pockets, one

pocket has "Fila Sports" embroidered onto the flap and a curved

hemmed bottom. 

     The applicable subheading for the garment, will be

6205.20.2046, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for men's or boys' shirts: of cotton: other,

other: other: with two or more colors in the warp and or filling:

napped.  The duty rate will be 20.5 percent ad valorem.

     The garment falls within textile category designation 340.
