     The applicable subheading for styles 658020,668012 and

668015 will be 4202.92.3031, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the

United States (HAS), which provides for travel, sports and

similar bags, with outer surface of textile materials, other,

other,  of man made fibers, other.  The rate of duty will be 19

percent ad valorem.

     The applicable subheading for style 668013 will be

4202.92.3020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (

HAS), which provides for travel, sports and similar bags, with

outer surface of textile materials, other, other,  of man made

fibers, backpacks.  The rate of duty will be 19 percent ad

valorem.
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     All styles fall within textile category designation 670.

Based upon international textile trade agreements, products of

China in category 670 are subject to visa and quota requirements.

     Your samples are being returned. Please limit future request

to a maximum of five items per ruling.

     The designated textile and apparel category may be

subdivided into parts.  If so, visa and quota requirements

applicable to the subject merchandise may be affected.  Since

part categories are the result of international bilateral

agreements which are subject to frequent renegotiations and

changes, to obtain the most current information available, we

suggest that you check, close to the time of shipment, the Status

Report On Current Import Quotas (Restraints Levels), an internal

issuance of the U.S. Customs Service, which is available for

inspection at your local Customs office.
