The applicable subheading for Sodium Silicate Solution  will be

2839.19.0000, HTS, which provides for Silicates; commercial alkali metal

silicates: Of sodium: Other.  The rate of duty will be 1.1 percent ad valorem..


The applicable subheading for the Hitasol GA-289 and Hitasol GA-37D will be

3801.20.0000, HTS, which provides for Artificial graphite: colloidal or

semi-colloidal graphite; preparations based on graphite or other carbon in the

form of pastes, blocks, plates or other semimanufactures: : Colloidal or

semi-colloidal graphite.
