     The applicable subheading for polyoxypropylene-polyoxyethylene polymer (CAS-9003-11-6) will be 3907.20.0000,

Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which

provides for polyacetals, other polyethers and epoxide resins, in

primary forms; polycarbonates, alkyd resins, polyallyl esters and

other polyesters, in primary forms: other polyethers.  The rate

of duty is 0.4 cents per kilogram plus 6.7 percent ad valorem.

     The applicable subheading for germanium dioxide (CAS-1310-53-8) will be 2825.60.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the

United States (HTSUS), which provides for germanium oxides.  The

rate of duty is 3.7 percent ad valorem.
