Also, include in the retail box is an instruction card and a list of

various safety tips.  In your literatures, you indicates that this product could

be use to spray on the face of  an attacker, and will leave a green strain that

will last up to seven day. 


The applicable subheading for DYEWitness TM  Criminal Identifier will be

3212.90.0050, Harmonized Schedule of the United States, which provides for

Pigments (including metallic powders and flakes) dispersed in nonaqueous media,

in liquid or paste form, of a kind used in the manufacture of paints ( including

enamels); stamping foils; dyes and other coloring matter put up in forms or

packings for retail sale: Other.  The general  rate of duty will be 3.1 percent

ad valorem.
