     The applicable subheading for the baby seat cover will be

6304.93.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States

(HTS), which provides for Other furnishing articles, excluding

those of heading 9404 (cont.): Not knitted or crocheted, of

synthetic fibers....  The duty rate will be 10.1% ad valorem.

     The baby seat cover falls within textile category designation

666.  Based upon international textile trade agreements products of

China are subject to quota and the requirement of a visa.

     The designated textile and apparel categories may be

subdivided into parts.  If so, visa and quota requirements

applicable to the subject merchandise may be affected.  Part

categories are the result of international bilateral agreements

which are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.
