It is available in three flavors-vanilla, chocolate and strawberry, and four types - Regular

containing 250 calories, Plus, containing 355 calories, Light,

containing 200 calories, and With Fiber. 

     The applicable subheading for the chocolate flavored

NutriSens will be 1806.90.9090, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the

United States (HTS), which provides for chocolate and other food

preparations containing cocoa...other...other... other.  The rate

of duty will be 6.3 percent ad valorem.   

     The applicable subheading for the vanilla and strawberry

flavored NutriSens will be 2106.90.9990, HTS, which provides for

food preparations not elsewhere specified or included...other...

other...canned.  The rate of duty will be 7.6 percent ad valorem.
