      The applicable subheading for the rim bowl, serving bowl and

serving platter will be 6912.00.48, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of

the United States (HTS), which provides for other ceramic 

household tableware, other than of porcelain or china.  The duty

rate will be 10.1 percent ad valorem.

      The applicable subheading for the balance of items in the

White Departure pattern will be 6912.00.45, HTS, which provides for

other ceramic enumerated household tableware, other than of

porcelain or china, that meet specified values.  The rate of duty

will be 4.5 percent ad valorem.  

      This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177

of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
