Style 670401129 named "Beachcomber Hat" a six panel crown,

fabric covered button at the top and a 2 « inch brim.  Style

#670401130 named "Dana Hat" has a 3 « inch crown with a flat top

and a 2 1/8 inch brim.  Style #650401126 is a baseball styled cap

named "Basics Star Visor B-ball Hat" has six panels and a fabric

covered button at the top.  There is an adjustable textile strap a

the back. 

     The applicable subheading for style #s 670401129, 670401130

and 650401126 will be 6505.90.2060, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of

the United States (HTS), which provides for "Hats and other

headgear knitted or crocheted, or made up from lace, felt or other

texile fabric, in the piece (but not in strips), whether or not

lined or trimmed; hair-nets of any material, whether or not lined

or trimmed: Other: Of cotton, flax or both: Not knitted: Certified

hand-loomed and folklore products; and headwear of cotton, Other." 

The duty rate will be 7.8% ad valorem.

     The hats fall within textile category designation 359.  Based

upon international textile trade agreements products of Hong Kong

are subject to quota and the requirement of a visa.

     The designated textile and apparel categories may be

subdivided into parts.  If so, visa and quota requirements

applicable to the subject merchandise may be affected.  Part

categories are the result of international bilateral agreements

which are subject to frequent renegotiations and changes.  To

obtain the most current information available, we suggest that you

check, close to the time of shipment, the Status Report on Current

Import Quotas (Restraint Levels), an internal issuance of the U.S.

Customs Service, which is available for inspection at your local

Customs office.
