Soy Peptide Hinute-DC5 is a fine, off-white colored powder, consisting of oligopeptides derived from

defatted soybean flakes that have undergone extraction,

neutralization, enzyme hydrolysis, refining, sterilization and

spray drying.  It is described as a food additive for a sports

drink, with a protein content of between 75 and 82 percent.

     The applicable subheading for the Soy Peptide Hinute-DC5

will be 2106.10.0000, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United

States (HTS), which provides for food preparations not elsewhere

specified or included...protein concentrates and textured protein

substances.  The rate of duty will be 7.6 percent ad valorem.
