     The item in question is marketed as the Raywood Snapshot

RDC, model numbers 2010 and 2020, from Australia.

     The Raywood Snapshot is an in-vehicle camera surveillance

system.  The system is composed of a single monochrome CCD

camera, a recorder module, a driver control unit, an infra-red

light source and user software.  The system is designed so that

the images captured by the camera are stored in the recording

module via solid state technology.  The infra-red light source is

used to provide light inside the vehicle for night photos.  The

driver control unit provides the driver the ability to monitor

the status of the camera.  All the components of the system are

wire connected.                                                   

     The user software, composed of four diskettes, and

specifically designed by Raywood for this system, allows the user

to download the encrypted images from the recorder to a computer

disk for forwarding to relevant authorities for viewing.

     The Raywood Snapshot RDC 2010 and 2020 Security Surveillance

System is designed for use in public transport vehicles, taxis

and luxury transport vehicles
