In your letter dated February 11, 1999, you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of importer Jones Apparel Group USA, Inc., IRS No. 06-0935166-00, located at 250 Rittenhouse Circle, Bristol, PA 19007.    


COMMENT9
The submitted samples are all womengarments.

Style #M1937668 is a womancardigan-styled garment constructed from 100% boiled wool knit fabric.  The fabric is constructed with more than nine stitches per two centimeters measured in the horizontal direction.  The garment extends from the shoulder area to approximately the mid-thigh of the wearer and features a full frontal opening secured by five buttons.  The garment also has a pointed collar, two patch pockets on the chest, two patch pockets below the waist, long sleeves with hemmed cuffs, and a straight bottom with a back vent.

Style #M1988768 is a womans cardigan-styled garment constructed from 100% boiled wool knit fabric.  The fabric is constructed with more than nine stitches per two centimeters measured in the horizontal direction.  The garment extends from the shoulder area to approximately the mid-thigh of the wearer and features a full frontal opening secured by two buttons.  The garment also has a pointed collar, two front patch pockets, long sleeves with hemmed cuffs, and a straight bottom. 

Style #M3H37618 is a womancardigan-styled garment constructed from 100% boiled wool knit fabric.  The fabric is constructed with more than nine stitches per two centimeters measured in the horizontal direction.  The garment extends from the shoulder area to approximately the hip area of the wearer and features a full frontal opening secured by a zipper.  The garment also has a pointed collar, two slash pockets on the front, long sleeves with hemmed cuffs, and a straight bottom.
