These models are used principally in automatic data processing machines. 


The applicable subheading for the Model XRT 2002 will be 8504.40.8500, harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States      (HTS), which provides for “Power supplies for automatic data 

processing machines and units thereof...[f]or telecommunications apparatus.” The rate of duty will be free.                                                                                            
The applicable subheading for the Model CP500 will be 8504.40.7012, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Power supplies for automatic data       Processing machines and units thereof...[w]ith an output exceeding 150W but not exceeding 500W.” The rate of duty will be free.  


The applicable subheading for Models CP 1K, CP 2K/2 and CP 3K will be 8504.40.7018, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for “Power supplies for automatic data processing machines and units thereof...Other.” The rate of duty will be free. 


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
