The tariff classification of a rapid grill and fork set from China

Dear Ms. Da Rocha:


In your letter dated July 14, 1999, on behalf of Tristar Products, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The sample you provided is the Rapid Grill and Fork Set. The grill is a composite article consisting of an aluminum grill about 10 inches [25.5 cm.] in diameter which sits in a ring-shaped drip pan about 5 ½ inches in inside diameter and 13 inches in outside diameter. It is used on the stovetop to grill food. The aluminum grill weighs 9 ounces; the enameled steel drip pan weighs 14.5 ounces. The fork is a 1-prong turning fork made of steel wire and a wooden handle. 


The applicable subheading for the set will be 7323.94.0020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for table, kitchen or other household articles and parts thereof, of iron or steel, other, of iron (other than cast iron) or steel, enameled cooking and kitchen ware, other, cooking ware.  The rate of duty will be 2.7 percent ad valorem.   


Certain porcelain-on-steel cooking ware without self-contained heating elements, which are the products of China, may be subject to anti-dumping duties. Before importing the articles, we suggest you contact:
