The submitted sample, style number AG111, is a womanabbreviated upper body garment that is referred to as a .  The garment is manufactured from knit fabric composed of 

47 percent rayon, 37 percent cotton, 14 percent nylon, and 

2 percent spandex.  

The extends from the shoulders for approximately eleven inches in the back.  The garment is open in the front.  The has long sleeves with capping on the sleeve edges.  Capping also finishes the top and bottom of the garment.

The applicable subheading for the  will be 6114.30.3070, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for other garments, knitted or crocheted:  of man-made fibers: other...other: womenor girls.  The rate of duty will be 15.5 percent ad valorem.

The  falls within textile category designation 659.  Based upon international textile trade agreements, products of China are subject to quota and the requirement of a visa.
