You have submitted a sample glove, which you have advised may be Part No. 65904 or 65912, depending on size.  However, you have also advised that all sizes are junior sizes.  This glove has a palm of sheepskin leather, and a back of synthetic leather. The sidewalls and fourchettes are spandex.  There is a velcro closure at the wrist, and a ball marker snaps onto the glove just below that closure.

The applicable subheading for this glove will be 4203.21.8030, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for articles of apparel and clothing accessories, of leather or of composition leather:  gloves, 

mittens and mitts: specially designed for use in sports: other...golf gloves.  The rate of duty is 4.9%.

Your sample will be returned under separate cover.
