Dear Ms. Severson:

In your letter dated November 15, 1999 you requested a tariff classification ruling on behalf of Honeywell Incorporated.

The items in question are identified as the VS8820, VT5025, VT5050 and VS891 series of valves. Technical literature was submitted. 

The VS8820 and VS891 series of valves are gas control valves for use with gas consuming appliances. The valves incorporate a range of valve mechanisms and actuators within a single valve body to provide multi-functional control over the introduction of gas to gas burners. The VT5050 and VT5025 series of valves are throttle valve assemblies designed for use with separately available electrical actuators.

The applicable subheading for the VS8820, VT5025, VT5050 and VS89 series valves will be 8481.80.9050, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS), which provides for other taps, cocks, valves and similar appliances. The rate of duty will be 2 percent ad valorem.

This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 CFR 177).
