Dear Ms. Vrabel:


In your letter dated January 21, 2000 you requested a tariff classification ruling.


You submitted a photo as well as engineering drawings of an automotive Shaft Assembly Steering Lower.  This assembly is used to connect the steering column to the steering gear in order to steer the automobile. The shaft translates torque input by the driver.  All of these parts are lower intermediate shafts and perform the same function with different sizes. All parts are parts of the intermediate shaft, which has a "U" joint.

Part # F78A 3C662 CC (Krupp Part # 15595) is used on the Ford FN74 Continental automobile.

Part # F80C 3C662 AA (Krupp Part # 15457) is used on the Ford Win88 Windstar Minivan.

Part # YF12 3C662 AB (Krupp # 16012) is used on the Ford DN186 Taurus/Sable automobile.


The applicable subheading for the Shaft Assembly Steering Lower will be 8708.99.7330, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Parts and accessories of the motor vehicles of headings 8701 to 8705: Other parts and accessories: Other: Other: Other: Parts for steering systems…Steering shaft assemblies incorporating universal joints.  The rate of duty will be 2.5% ad valorem.
