             All of the above parts are constructed of "forged steel splined yoke with steel spider/steel bearing assembly and grease.  Steel forged body and lower shaft (for crash collapse), Isolator vulcanized rubber (for noise and vibration isolation) and Plastic collar for bearing/seal."

             Use of the Parts:   The driver of the vehicle transmits torque and rotational direction through the steering wheel.  The steering wheel is connected to the column shaft by a bolt.  The column shaft then is connected to this intermediate shaft through a coupling.  The intermediate shaft is then connected to the steering gear, which turns the wheels.           


The applicable subheading for the automotive Lower Coupling (Intermediate Shaft) will be 8708.99.7330, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for Parts and accessories of the motor vehicles of headings 8701 to 8705: Other parts and accessories: Other: Other: Other: Parts for steering systems…Steering shaft assemblies incorporating universal joints.  The rate of duty will be 2.5% ad valorem.
