Dear Ms. Dorfman:


In your letter dated March 9, 2001, on behalf of your client LTD Commodities Incorporated, you requested a tariff classification ruling.


The submitted samples are Christmas card holders.  They are constructed of solid pinewood and measure 42-1/2 inches in height with a 12-inch base.  The wooden Christmas card holders are designed to hold 37 Christmas cards.  


The first sample, code RND (Reindeer) has antlers that measure 5 inches long.  He has a black nose and wears a dotted noseband.  The second sample, code MAN (Snowman) has a carrot nose.  He is wearing a scarf and black hat.  The hatband is decorated with candy canes and a bow. 


The samples are returned as you requested.


The applicable subheading for both styles of the Christmas card holders, will be 9505.10.2500, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for articles for Christmas festivities and parts and accessories thereof: Christmas ornaments: other, other.  The rate of duty will be free.  


This ruling is being issued under the provisions of Part 177 of the Customs Regulations (19 C.F.R. 177).
