The subject product, designated as ETC-642, consists of a mixture composed, in equal amounts, of three ingredients, namely: a synthetic peptide (“ESP24218”); 1,2-palmitoyl-sn-glycero-3-phosphocholine (DPPC, CAS RN 63-89-8); and Sphingomyelin (CAS RN 85187-10-6).  You indicate that this product will be imported put up in single-dose vials for use in Phase I clinical trials (IND #62682) in an ongoing effort at evaluating its efficacy for possible future use as a cardiovascular medicament   


Pursuant to the General Notice entitled Guidance Concerning the Tariff Classification of Pharmaceutical Products Imported for Clinical Research (see Customs Bulletin and Decisions, Vol. 34, No. 21, May 24, 2000), the applicable subheading for ETC-642, imported put up in single-dose vials, will be 3004.90.9020, Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTS), which provides for "Medicaments … consisting of mixed or unmixed products for therapeutic or prophylactic uses, put up in measured doses or in forms or packings for retail sale: Other: Other: Other: Cardiovascular medicaments."
